In my opinion, the cattle industry piled on operating expenses and input costs this week as the inflation
roars.  Interest picked up in both the live cattle and feeder cattle by weeks end with a significant increase
in open interest.  This suggests new longs and new shorts entered the market.  Money has become more
of an issue now as it is more expensive, with significantly more needed to operate.  The management of
will do nothing more than become more complicated.  Nonetheless, traders are believed to have pushed
some hot buttons this week, sending futures higher.  This is believed to have spurred further short
covering early this week, that culminated at weeks end with the increase of open interest.  Traders put on
approximately $9.00 this week from last Friday in the feeder market.  The index put on $4.00.  Basis is
widening back out again, offering a wider spread to conduct business within. 

I believe that the high or low price of a commodity does not necessarily come in tandem with a high or low
in supply/demand.  Case in point is that in early '22, the corn crop was looking poor and cattle feeders
wanted to hedge corn.  I made the point that although the '22 crop would be short, it would be the shortest
late in '23.  I was right.  The current corn carryout is one of the lowest in multiple years.  However, price is
nowhere near the elevated level it was when much more corn was available. A couple of factors began to
take place that helped to keep the price from continuing to move higher.  One was that the price increased
competition from other cereal grains.  Another was the large planting of the '23 crop, along with the shock
factors of the Ukraine invasion began to wear off.  I can find multiple other markets in history that will
suggest the same.  Even cattle broke lower a year before the big numbers started to roll in the previous
cycle. There is nothing, anywhere, that states a price will top or bottom upon a top or bottom of
supply/demand factors.  Many believe the numbers of cattle for slaughter will be much lower by this time
next year.  I don't have many doubts.  Will that make for the top price though?  I have my doubts.  Two
factors appear coming together at present. 

One is that with more vertically integrated supply chains, there are more that "have" to buy, at any price, to
meet contractual agreements.  The other is a great deal of feed yard capacity for the dwindling numbers of
cattle to be fed.  Literally, the feedyard sector of the industry is nearing a mirror image of the packing
sector between '08 and '12.  The lower slaughter numbers were forcing packers to compete heavily for
inventory.  By the time the 2012 drought hit, it became more obvious there would be fewer cattle to
slaughter going forward after the significant liquidation that took place.  The packer had no idea what was
to come, so they just kept contracting.  The cow/calf operator went to work upon the break in the drought
and exponentially increased production up to 2016.  By then, it became obvious the lower packing capacity
and higher slaughter numbers would overwhelm packers.  Producers started to slack off production and
run through what they already had.  If the cattle feeding sector were to take a que from the packer, and
begin decreasing pen space, in preparation for fewer cattle, then the control would move back to the yard
for which they could simply say, they just don't have the pen space at X price, but you know, at Y price, I
could probably find some.  So, with liquidation still on going, and from the day expansion starts another 24
months to go by, how does the feeding sector remain vibrant feeding fewer cattle with excess pen space? 
Or worse, keep from running the price so high, it damages consumer demand.  All of the above leads me
to anticipate a tremendous need for more working capital and expertise in managing the large sums of
working capital already exposed. More likely than not, in order to secure further financing, a greater usage
of risk management will be required.  None of the above stated is anticipated to impact the market on
Monday.

Grains held their own this week with the WASDE report not showing much change at all.  The four million
more acres of corn, that no one knew was being planted, will offset a great deal of yield loss.  The wheat is
in a bear market, but renewed attacks on grain terminals in the Ukraine this week had kept it from moving
lower.  Soybeans continue to be looked at as friendly.  The USDA has lowered the yield twice, and had
they not lowered demand to offset yield, beans would have most likely been firmer at weeks end.  South
American beans are now lower than US and that may hamper exports going forward.  With more rumors of
beans being cut for hay, I anticipate another yield cut in the beans.  Energy was the barn stormer this
week as gasoline and diesel fuel made new contract highs with crude oil breaking a new handle of $90. 
Interest rates were higher as the CPI, PPI, and capacity utilization and industrial production numbers were
all higher, reflecting the surge in commodity prices.  Core inflation is what the Fed looks at, and with
employment growth slowing, and now a UAW strike, they may find less reason to raise rates in
September. If so, I would anticipate the "risk on" environment to continue through the next meeting at the
end of October.  If they do raise in September, it may only be a quarter point, and merely prolong the
inflationary factors.  However, if they don't, and make a half point hike in October, with inflation having
pushed multiple commodities higher, that would lead me to anticipate a sizable collapse of commodity
prices. The Fed is tasked with lowering inflation.  To disregard the Fed would be going against 33 years of
being told to not fight the Fed.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted line in the chart, it means that compared to other
readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
market.

Economic Data Lift Hopes for Soft Landing 

Wednesday’s release of the eagerly anticipated August consumer price index (CPI) data showed that the
Federal Reserve has made progress in its fight against inflation, but rising energy prices may prompt the
central bank to further tighten monetary policy. The headline CPI numbers showed the largest monthly
increase since August 2022, which was the widely expected effect of higher gasoline prices. The core
(excluding food and energy) CPI increase was slightly higher than expected, but markets took the news in
stride.

Similarly, the August producer price index (PPI) data released on Thursday indicated that headline
producer prices climbed more than expected, with core PPI in line with expectations. Retail sales for
August were strong, demonstrating that consumers remain willing to spend.

The week’s economic data overall didn’t seem to affect the market’s outlook for the Fed to hold rates
steady at its September 19–20 policy meeting. Much of the data appeared to reinforce building
expectations for a soft landing scenario in which inflation cools to the Fed’s target without a deep
recession. In fact, Wall Street’s widely followed “fear gauge,” the Chicago Board Options Exchange
Volatility Index, or VIX, hit its lowest point since before the onset of the pandemic in early 2020.

Looking ahead...

During the next five days (September 14 - 18, 2023), moderate to heavy precipitation (0.5 to 2 inches,
locally more) is forecast for the southern Great Plains, western Gulf Coast, and Florida Peninsula.
Hurricane Lee is forecast to track near New England and could bring heavy precipitation to coastal New
England. Elsewhere, across the eastern and central U.S., mostly dry weather is forecast. Dry weather,
typical for this time of year, is also forecast across California and the Pacific Northwest.

The 6-10 day outlook (valid September 19-23, 2023) favors above-normal precipitation across the Great
Plains and northern to central Rockies. Below-normal precipitation is most likely across the Northeast, Mid-
Atlantic, eastern Corn Belt, and Tennessee Valley. Increased above (below)-normal temperature
probabilities are forecast for the central (western) U.S., while 5-day temperatures are likely to average
close to normal throughout the East.
