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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, the cattle market is wrestling with the seemingly equalization of supply and demand. 
Before I get into this, I continue my education consistently.  I read books and attempt to learn from others
all the time.  For Christmas, I received the book "Principles", by Ray Dalio, the founder of Bridgewater
Associates.  A statement in the first few pages struck me so much, I want to share this before going
forward.  "Time is like a river that carries us forward into encounters with reality that require us to make
decisions.  We can't stop our movement down this river and we can't avoid those encounters.  We can
only approach them in the best possible way."  Because risk of price fluctuation is inherent in commodity
production, approach it in the best possible way.  Knowing how to use futures and options is believed as
approaching an encounter of commodity production the best possible way. 

Market action has been soft over the holidays.  Even with the cash market firming, the best we've seen is a
narrowing of the basis. The later part of the week’s trading appeared dictated by several factors. 
Manufacturing was noted as down for a 5th month in a row.  The bombing in Iran sent the equities market
lower and bonds higher.  Of the most impact to the consumer will be the sharp increase in fuel prices. 
Where I had previously thought energy prices would move lower, the past two weeks I had changed my
opinion and made note of it in my writings.  With Friday's push higher, it appears energy is starting to look
like a bull market.  This alone would be anticipated to impact disposable income.  If this issue is
exacerbated further with a sharp decline in equities, consumers may begin to review their discretionary
spending habits.  It is a change in consumer discretionary spending habits that I believe would be a cause
for cattle prices to move lower.  Since there appears to be just about the same amount of inventory to
market in 2020 as was in 2019, demand remains the focus.  The premiums offered in the futures market is
slowly slipping away.  The halt in price advance, coupled with the advance in the cash price has narrowed
basis significantly. 

There remains opportunity to market February through April inventory at a higher price than in the cash
market this week at $124.00.  The June and August contract months are starting to slip.  When attempting
to market inventory in June, with options, you can still build a marketing hedge that produces a potential
for cash to trade up to $122.00 this summer without detriment of the hedge position.  With April having
topped at $128.55, I wondered how many times the June contract had exceeded the April high.  Of the
past 16 years, the June contract has traded higher than the April contract 3 of the last 16 years.  The 3
years were '06, '08, & '14.  Two years were even with April.  Those were '04 and '12.  This should give you
some idea of what to anticipate this year.  With nearly the same number of animals to deal with, I think it
unlikely that this year’s June contract will exceed or equal the highs made in April.  Market conditions are
good, with good demand and seemingly not too burdensome of supply.  Price is near contract highs for
most contract months.  So, how much better do you want things to get before you act?  Do you like to
market when prices are elevated or depressed? 

The spread between starting feeder and finishing fat has been widening.  A widening of the spread
narrows profit margins for feed yards.  With feedyards not perceived as believing there will be a run-a-way
demand for beef this year, I anticipate them to be overly cautious when pricing new inventory.  The futures
in feeders continues to provide producers with a significantly better marketing environment than what has
been afforded them over the past several years.  While the basis to spring months is not all that great, it is
significantly better when compared to years past.  The summer months, now garnering some attention with
their hefty premiums, produces abilities to secure a price dollars over the index at this time.  While I fully
understand this amount of time opens Pandora's Box of what could happen, a portion of the box could be
just as bad as good.  I remain focused on the consumer and their ability to pay.  How the consumer
discretionary spending habits change or solidify, is what is anticipated to drive beef, and therefore cattle
prices, higher or lower for the year. As stated above, do you like to market when prices are elevated or
depressed?

Pork saw one of the lowest export movements this week in the year of 2019.  As the fundamentals remain
very bullish on pork, the fact of the matter is, until the US lean hog index begins to rise in price, the futures
will move down to the index level.  This is a difficult pill to swallow when there appears such disparity
between who has pork and who does not.  The January 10th WASDE report is anticipated to contain
revisions of this year’s crop.  We were told last week in a Bloomberg article to conform to the USDA
numbers.  I'm not sure if that was a threat or a favor.  Then, the USDA decides that all of the unharvested
corn, standing in the fields, will be counted as "on farm storage".  It would be interesting to know what the
loan rate is on that "on farm stored" corn is?  The bombing Thursday night caused equity markets to set
back severely with a small flight to quality in the bond market.  I do not anticipate this situation to blow over
lightly.  To what extent it escalates, or not, will be anticipated as the driving force behind the next equity
market move.  Oh, and just to make this point one more time, do you like to market when prices are
elevated or depressed?  When viewing equities, the trade date of 1/3/2020 is the highest in history.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
market.

STOCKS MIXED AS RISING MIDDLE EAST TENSIONS ERASE EARLIER GAINS

Stocks ended the holiday-shortened week mixed after global markets pulled back Friday following the U.S.
attack on Iranian military leaders in Iraq the previous evening. The technology-heavy Nasdaq Composite
Index fared best, while the smaller-cap indexes, which are typically more volatile, underperformed. Tech
shares also outperformed within the S&P 500 Index, helped by a surge in Apple shares to record highs.
The small materials sector lagged, as did the larger health care sector, and value stocks trailed growth
shares by a wide margin. The market was shuttered Wednesday for the New Year’s Day holiday. 
 

U.S. AIRSTRIKE SENDS STOCKS LOWER; GOLD, OIL, AND BOND PRICES RISE

Stocks started the week on a strong note, helped by positive news on the trade front. On Tuesday,
President Donald Trump tweeted that he would be signing the initial trade agreement negotiated in
December at the White House on January 15 and that he would later head to China to begin work on a
“phase two” deal. News on Thursday of new monetary stimulus by China also boosted sentiment,
according to T. Rowe Price traders (see below).

The U.S. airstrike on Iranian military leader Qassim Suleimani appeared to supplant investors’ focus on
trade, at least temporarily. Predictably, interpretations of the implications of the escalation in tensions with
Iran varied widely, but a jump in oil and gold prices appeared to be the most immediate result. Longer-term
Treasury yields also plunged as investors sought out safe havens, threatening banks’ lending margins and
driving a sharp decline in financials shares. (Bond prices and yields move in opposite directions.) A bright
spot for markets Friday came from Tesla, which reported an increase in the sales of its electric vehicles in
the fourth quarter that topped analyst expectations.

Worries over escalating tensions in the Middle East may have been exacerbated by some downbeat U.S.
economic data released Friday. The Institute for Supply Management reported that its gauge of U.S.
manufacturing activity declined unexpectedly in December and hit a new 10-year low. The gauge indicated
the fifth consecutive month of contraction in the sector, and the details of the report were also
disappointing, with declines in indexes of both employment and new orders.

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Looking ahead...

During the next 5 days (January 2 to 6), another surface low is forecast to develop across the southern
Great Plain on January 2. This surface low and trailing cold are likely to bring heavy rainfall (1 to 3 inches)
to the lower Mississippi Valley and Tennessee Valley with more modest amounts (1 inch or less) along the
East Coast. A low pressure system with onshore flow is expected to bring rain and high-elevation snow to
the Pacific Northwest, beginning of January 4. Although rainfall of around an inch is forecast along the
Texas Gulf Coast during the next week, dry weather is likely across the remainder of Texas. Mild
temperatures are forecast to prevail across the continental U.S. during the first week of January 2020,
while bitterly cold temperatures persist throughout Alaska.

The CPC 6-10 day extended range outlook (January 6 to 10, 2020) indicates a slight tilt in the odds for
above normal precipitation across much of the central and northeastern U.S. Below normal precipitation is
favored for the Southeast along with California and the Southwest. The highest confidence in the
temperature outlook exists across Alaska where below normal temperatures are likely to persist into the
second week of January. Below normal temperatures are favored for the Great Basin and Rockies, while a
warming trend is anticipated across the south-central and eastern U.S.
