In my opinion, cattle feeders went to work this week bidding up inventory against themselves.  With some
of the prices seen paid, it leads me to believe profit margins are taking a back seat to either contractual
demands or just the outright desire to own the highest price feeder cattle available.  Nonetheless, the end
result is believed lying with the consumer and how or if they will shift their discretionary spending habits in
the second half of the year.  Restaurants continue to have more problems than success.  Grocers are
restocking shelves and anticipated to sit until beef prices are lower and features can be advertised again.  I
anticipate the consumer to contract in discretionary spending habits.  Although unemployment is high, the
bulk of Americans still work and have to stretch a paycheck that may not have much more government
supplement to them.  I think this is one of the causes of live cattle futures weakness.  I'm watching the
weekly close only chart for further clues.  The oscillator readings on the weekly chart have been rising, but
very mildly.  This week's oscillator reading is very close to last weeks.  If next week's oscillator reading is
lower, I will anticipate several weeks in a row of lower trading to take the oscillator reading below the zero
line.

Feeder cattle prices have moved higher as mid-western sales offered large strings of yearling and feeder
cattle inventory.  It is believed that commercial buyers, in some form of vertical integration, bid against
others to secure the needed inventory to meet contractual agreements.  As the commercials bid the price
higher, those outside of vertical integration are perceived as left out of the market.  I think the futures
market may foresee that once the commercials have filled their orders, there won't be many outside of
vertical integration to pay the higher price for inventory.  Basis narrowed sharply this week with cash
higher and futures lower.  I still think it possible to see basis swap to positive. 

Feed costs continued lower this week.  News at the end of the week though may begin to impact grains
positively again.  Starting with the ECB, they stated they were not going to ease stimulus and actually
desire a higher rate of inflation before pulling back on any stimulus.  Next, China stated their inflation had
ebbed and were going to increase liquidity to the financial system.  By late Friday, it was noted they had
encouraged lending institutions to lower their interest rates.  The sizable decline in corn prices, coupled
with expanding liquidity from China and their desire to maintain a clean feed source leads me to anticipate
them coming back to the US corn market soon.  Monday's WASDE report is anticipated to be in line with
previous USDA guesses.  If it is deemed bullish, and corn does not react as it has in the past, bulls may
have lost so much momentum it will take until after harvest to rebuild it.  With the amount of volatility
already displayed, it leads me to anticipate significantly more until the crop is in the bins. 

Financial markets were inordinately volatile this week and moved in a direction that does not mesh with the
transparent verbiage spoken from the Fed.  Nonetheless, interest rates dropped precipitously this week
and if you need to lock in some adjustable loan rates, I recommend doing so sooner, rather than later.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted line in the chart, it means that compared to other
readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
market.

Stocks mixed as investors focus on falling yields

The major benchmarks closed mixed, with large-caps and growth stocks outperforming for the second
consecutive week. Within the S&P 500 Index, the interest rate-sensitive real estate sector performed best
as longer-term Treasury yields decreased sharply. Energy stocks fared worst on concerns that
disagreements among major oil producers would result in some violating output restrictions. Weakness
among media firms also weighed on the communication services sector. Markets were closed Monday in
observance of Independence Day.

The major driver of sentiment during the week appeared to be the steep decline in U.S. Treasury yields,
with the yield on the benchmark 10-year Treasury note hitting a nearly five-month low on Thursday before
climbing back somewhat to end the week. Equity investors appeared to welcome the decline early in the
week, as falling bond yields typically improve the relative appeal of equities by implying a lower discount
on future earnings and by making corporate dividends more attractive in comparison.

Perspectives seemed to shift on Thursday, with equity investors worrying that falling yields also signaled
expectations for slowing global growth. T. Rowe Price traders noted that reports that Chinese officials
might ease monetary policy to spur its economy seemed to add to such concerns (see below). The global
spread of the highly infectious delta variant of the coronavirus also appeared to dim the outlook, especially
for travel-related companies. 
 

Economic reports miss expectations

The week’s economic data generally indicated strong growth but surprised modestly on the downside,
which may have helped push both equities and Treasury yields lower. The Institute for Supply
Management’s (ISM) gauge of service sector activity in June came in lower than expected, and the
IBD/TIPP Economic Optimism Index fell back to its lowest level since February. Weekly jobless claims
ticked higher, while May job openings rose a bit less than expected.

Sentiment seemed to swing back in a positive direction again on Friday, lifting the S&P 500 and the
Nasdaq Composite Index to new records and sending the 10-year Treasury note yield sharply higher.
Specific catalysts for the move were difficult to identify, but some pointed to expectations for the arrival of
strong second-quarter earnings reports the following week. Analysts polled by both FactSet and Refinitiv
are currently expecting overall earnings for the S&P 500 to have expanded by nearly two-thirds over the
year before—albeit from a low base, given the shutdown of much of the economy last spring. 
 

10-year yield touches lowest level since February

According to T. Rowe Price traders, the rally in bond prices was driven primarily by technical factors,
although the misses in the economic data also played a role. The 10-year Treasury note yield sank to
1.25% in intraday trading on Thursday before partially retracing earlier moves. (Bond prices and yields
move in opposite directions.) Minutes from the Federal Open Market Committee’s June meeting, released
Wednesday, seemed to evoke little reaction from market participants. The meeting summary revealed that
policymakers do not believe the economic recovery has yet reached their goal of “substantial further
progress” and suggested that most committee members are not eager to begin tapering the Fed’s asset
purchases.
