Compared to last week, yearling steers and heifers sold uneven; 3.00 lower to 1.00 higher. Steer and
 heifer calves sold 1.00-4.00 lower. Good demand remains for yearlings. Colorado, Kansas, and the Texas
 Panhandle received an early snow late this week with widespread areas expecting temperatures next
 week to be 15-20 degrees below normal, leaving unweaned, non-conditioned calves in light demand.
 Potential health risks have kept most buyers at bay for calves. However, preconditioned long-time weaned
 calves did attract much more of the buyer’s attention creating wide price spreads. Moreover, with harvest
 now in full swing, some farmer feeders are focusing on getting crops out rather than placing calves. With
 most feedlots at or near full capacity throughout most feeding regions, placing cattle has become
 challenging as empty pens are already spoken for or getting much needed maintenance work completed. 
  
CME feed cattle contracts were generally 2.00 higher on the week with October and December live cattle
 contracts gaining 1.35-1.55. Negotiated cash fed trade in the Southern Plains provided a psychological
 victory for cattle feeders with the bulk of sales reported at 110.00, the highest since the early August plant
 fire. The trend of pursuing high grading cattle continued throughout all feeding regions with higher live
 prices reported as the week progressed. Several areas of the Northern Plains still have tightly held
 negotiated cattle on show lists priced in the 115.00-116.00 area, willing to trade on Saturday morning if
 needed, as the previous three weeks. 
  
Cattle slaughter under federal inspection estimated 640,000 for the week, 1,000 higher than last week and
 5,000 higher than a year ago. Steer carcass weights for week ending October 12 were up 2 lbs at 901 lbs;
 2 lbs above a year ago. That is also the highest thus far for 2019. The September 1 Cattle on Feed
 released today reported On Feed at 99 percent; Placements at 102 percent and Marketing’s at 101
 percent.  For the week the Choice cutout closed 7.40 higher at 225.44 with Select 6.40 higher at 199.84;
 placing the Choice-Select spread at 25.60. Cold Storage Report for September was released Tuesday
 with Total red meat supplies in freezers down 2 percent from the previous month and down 8 percent from
 last year. Total pounds of beef in freezers were down 1 percent from the previous month and down 8
 percent from last year. Frozen pork supplies were down 1 percent from the previous month and up 2
 percent from last year. Auction volume this week included 51 percent weighing over 600 lbs and 38
 percent heifers.

Canfax released its October 1st cattle on feed report. Placements for the month of September were
 steady with last year while fed cattle marketing were up over 10% compared to last year. Cattle on feed
 inventories are now below last year. This is the first time since May 2018 on feed inventories have been
 below last year.  
 

Active fed trade

Alberta direct cattle sales saw active trade last week with dressed sales $2-$2.50 per hundredweight
 stronger than the previous week at $242-$242.50 delivered. Light live trade was reported from $141.50 to
 $142.75 f.o.b. the lot. Weighted average steer prices rallied higher for the fifth straight week, closing at
 $143.98 per cwt., which was $1.50 per cwt. higher than the previous week.

Ontario dressed sales were generally $2-$4 per cwt. higher than the previous week with most trade
 reported at $236 per cwt. delivered for the first and second weeks of November. Western Canadian fed
 cattle slaughter for the week ending Oct. 12 was down nine percent from the previous week at 41,456
 head, but year to date was seven percent larger, totalling 1,643,717 head.

Canadian steer carcass weights for the same week were up one pound from the previous week, averaging
 934 lb., and were 10 lb. heavier than a year ago. Canadian fed cattle/slaughter cow exports to the United
 States for the week ending Oct. 5 were 11 percent larger than the previous week to 9,496 head. Year to
 date exports were 21 percent larger, totalling 349,950 head.

Both major packers could add a Saturday kill to make up for the Thanksgiving holiday. Cattle procured last
 week are loosely scheduled for the first half of November delivery, but a few will likely be pulled forward
 and hit the kill floor in October. Feeding margins continue firmly in the red, and feedlots are not inclined to
 long feed. Aggressive harvests are expected to continue through October on improved holiday buying
 interest and lucrative kill margins.

In the U.S., light live trade was reported last week in the north at US$111 per cwt., $1 per cwt. higher than
 the previous week. Cattle futures sold off hard on Oct. 18 following the review of a building explosion at
 the Cargill Dodge City plant and flushed out scattered live trade at $108 per cwt. in the south, $1 per cwt.
 lower than the previous week.

A few dressed cattle traded $1-$3 per cwt. higher in the north, from $173-$175 delivered. 
 

Low non-fed volume

Prices for D2 cows ranged from C$80-$93 per cwt. last week to average $86.60, while D3 prices ranged
 from $70-$82 to average $75.92. Slaughter bulls averaged $102.40, down by $1.54 per cwt. from the
 previous week.

Even though cow slaughter volumes have picked up, non-fed volumes through commercial auction
 facilities continue to be very light for this time of year. Adequate fall moisture has allowed producers to
 extend their grazing season, and harvest delays have also meant producers have been slow to gather
 cattle.

Over the past six weeks D2 cow prices have trended sideways, averaging on either side of $86 per cwt.
 Considering the seasonality of the cow market, part of the reason butcher cow prices have held up so well
 and defied lower fall prices is the strength of the trim market. Canadian 85 percent fresh trim prices are 22
 percent higher than last year and are trading within $4 per cwt. of their annual highs.

On a cash to cash basis, Alberta cow prices are trading at a $6 per cwt. premium over the U.S. utility cow
 market compared to a $12.25 per cwt. premium last year. Looking at the U.S. market, according to the
 latest drought monitor map, drier conditions are starting to develop in the southern U.S., which could
 increase culling pressure. 
 

Slow start to fall run

The fall calf run volumes have been much lighter compared to the past couple of years, leaving some
 asking where the calves are. Given ample forage stocks and feedgrain availability, this has prompted
 some producers to retain more heifers while others are keeping back more of their lightweight calves to
 background.

Steer calves had a strong week last week with prices up $1-$4 per cwt., while heifer prices were barely
 steady. Demand from Eastern Canada continues to be strong with most of the interest noted on steer
 calves.

Feeder steers weighing more than 800 lb. set new highs last week. For the middle of October, this is the
 strongest feeder basis over the past 20 years. Alberta calf prices have been trading at roughly a $10 per
 cwt. premium to the U.S., which will keep calves in Canada.

Looking at the most recent import data, for the month of August, U.S. calf/feeder imports into Canada
 totalled 17,839 head, 26 percent higher than last year. From January to August, U.S. feeder imports are
 up 34,000 head compared to last year.

Even though calf volumes have been slow to build, larger numbers are still ahead. Despite sluggish feed
 barley export demand, feed barley bids have strengthened. 
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Beef trade

Canadian cut-out values for the week ending Oct. 11 were down C$2.17 per cwt. on AAA and $6.73 per
 cwt. on AA. The AAA/Choice spread weakened from -$6 per cwt. to -$10 per cwt., but in line with year ago
 levels. The AA/Select spread also weakened from +5 per cwt. to -$1 per cwt. compared to -$4 per cwt.

United States Cattle on Feed Down 1 Percent

Cattle and calves on feed for the slaughter market in the United States for feedlots with capacity of 1,000
 or more head totaled 11.3 million head on October 1, 2019. The inventory was 1 percent below October 1,
 2018. The inventory included 6.87 million steers and steer calves, down 3 percent from the previous year.
 This group accounted for 61 percent of the total inventory. Heifers and heifer calves accounted for 4.41
 million head, up 2 percent from 2018.

Placements in feedlots during September totaled 2.09 million head, 2 percent above 2018. Net
 placements were 2.03 million head. During September, placements of cattle and calves weighing less
 than 600 pounds were 420,000 head, 600-699 pounds were 355,000 head, 700-799 pounds were
 460,000 head, 800-899 pounds were 475,000 head, 900-999 pounds were 273,000 head, and 1,000
 pounds and greater were 110,000 head.

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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, traders spent the first two days of the week trading sideways before putting on
 approximately $2.00 before Friday's close.  These are new highs in this rally, however the oscillator
 technical indicator portrays significant divergence, suggesting a weakening of the rally.  Futures continue
 to be of great benefit to producers.  Premiums in the February and April contracts reflect significant
 optimism that may or may not come to fruition.  With basis positive, options strategies can produce
 specific marketing parameters that provides leeway in marketing decisions. 

In the case of fats, direction isn't believed as important due to premium and the leeway produced by
 options strategy.  Nonetheless, the cattle industry has had to grapple with several instances this year.  To
 think it's all over with now, and nothing but blue skies ahead, may be a little too optimistic for my analysis.
 I didn't know the fire was going to transpire, or did I know this rally would offset 100% of the price decline. 
 As well, I didn't know that prices would rally $10.00 going into spring, drop $36.00 during the summer and
 then rally $16.00 this fall.  Combined, that is $62.00 of price fluctuation in this year alone. Since I didn't
 know any of these things prior to, I used the resources available to me and marketed inventory in a
 manner that produced specific marketing parameters.  Long way around the barn, but I don't know what
 the next most probable price move in cattle is going to be.  Therefore, I use the tools available to me to
 help mitigate risk of the unknown.

Feeders have an issue.  Things I've heard this week are, calves are not being weaned and vaccinated in a
 timely manner.  Price and weather tends to spur the movement of inventory.  At present, there is both.  As
 well, bank notes will come due before years end and to some, there could be tax ramifications if inventory
 is held to another year.  Most sale venues will start to slow down greatly after the first week of December. 
 Therefore, there appears to be limited time to market inventory in this year.  Potentially, if the inventory is
 elevated outside feedyards, then a small wall could be built in the February thru April time frame.   The
 positive basis to the spring months is seemingly about normal. 

With futures hanging in with the index, it continues to lead me to believe that there will need to be an event
 to move futures prices away from where the index is now.  That event could bullish or bearish.  With the
 expectation of inventory still left to be marketed, it leads me to be a little negative.  If that inventory does
 not show up by the end of December, it may have never existed, or was consumed through vertical
 integration in which those animals would not have been marketed again, just placed.  If it didn't exist to
 being with, it would most likely have been the significant death loss of the 2018 April snow storm. I've
 seen the on feed numbers and cannot draw any conclusions from the 103% placed.  At 106%, I would
 have anticipated those were just the leftovers from August.  At only 103%, it is starting to look as if the
 production side of the industry has slowed, and that leads me to believe cattle could start to back up.  If
 you can read between the lines, you'll note I've not stated much on the next most probable move for
 prices.  I remain very unsure of what the next move may be.  Therefore, I urge producers to take
 precautions to mitigate risk until a more definitive fundamental aspect becomes available. 

Grains were lackluster this week and hogs were just lower.  Interest rates did little and the equities markets
 continued to trade at near historical highs.  Next week will have several economic reports, as well as an
 FOMC meeting.

Record Red Meat and Pork Production in September 
 

Commercial red meat production for the United States totaled 4.44 billion pounds in September, up 6
 percent from the 4.19 billion pounds produced in September 2018.

Beef production, at 2.19 billion pounds, was 1 percent above the previous year. Cattle slaughter totaled
 2.68 million head, up 2 percent from September 2018. The average live weight was down 7 pounds
 from the previous year, at 1,352 pounds.

Veal production totaled 6.1 million pounds, 1 percent above September a year ago. Calf slaughter totaled
 49,000 head, up 1 percent from September 2018. The average live weight was up 1 pound from last year,
 at 216 pounds.

Pork production totaled 2.24 billion pounds, up 11 percent from the previous year. Hog slaughter totaled
 10.6 million head, up 10 percent from September 2018. The average live weight was up 2 pounds from
 the previous year, at 282 pounds.

Lamb and mutton production, at 10.9 million pounds, was down 4 percent from September 2018. Sheep
 slaughter totaled 179,400 head, 4 percent above last year. The average live weight was 122 pounds,
 down 10 pounds from September a year ago.

January to September 2019 commercial red meat production was 40.5 billion pounds, up 3 percent from
 2018.

Accumulated beef production was up 1 percent from last year, veal was down 1 percent, pork was up 5
 percent from last year, and lamb and mutton production was down 2 percent.

5 Year Bullish/Bearish Consensus Charts:

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
 market.

EARNINGS REPORTS DRIVE GAINS

Stocks posted gains, although the week lacked the major daily moves driven by geopolitical news that
 characterized trading sessions earlier in October. Investors seemed to focus their trading on individual
 stocks affected by earnings reports rather than drawing broader market implications, according to T.
 Rowe Price traders. Thursday had the largest number of earnings reports during the week, although
 volumes were lighter than average on the less busy earnings days. The traders also noted that sentiment
 seemed to become more positive than in the previous week, when many market participants appeared to
 be concerned about another late-year sell-off, like in 2018.

The technology-heavy Nasdaq Composite Index outperformed the broad market, while the small-cap
 Russell 2000 Index outpaced the S&P 500 Index of large-cap stocks. Within the large-cap universe, the
 transportation segment was a standout performer, driven by strong earnings reports from air carriers,
 including Southwest Airlines and American Airlines. 
 

INVESTORS SHRUG OFF DISAPPOINTING INDUSTRIALS EARNINGS

In the industrials sector, aircraft manufacturer Boeing announced that its quarterly profit and sales
 plummeted from the same quarter in 2018 after the grounding of its 737 MAX jetliner. However, following
 the earnings release, the company’s stock posted one of its best one-day gains in recent weeks, as
 investors seemed to welcome Boeing’s statement that it anticipates the 737 MAX will return to service
 before the end of 2019. Shares of bellwether construction equipment-maker Caterpillar also rose after its
 quarterly earnings report, which included profit and revenue figures that fell short of consensus
 expectations. 

Tesla’s quarterly earnings report was a positive surprise, showing that the electric vehicle manufacturer
 generated a third-quarter profit while analysts had expected a loss. The company’s shares shot up 18%
 on Thursday, the day following the earnings release. Short sellers rushing to cover their positions likely
 added to the stock’s upward momentum. In a short sale, which is a way to profit from a stock price
 decline, an investor sells borrowed shares, hoping to buy them back at a lower price. Tesla has one of the
 highest levels of short interest of any U.S. stock. 
 

DURABLE GOODS ORDERS DISAPPOINT

A disappointing report on durable goods orders, showing a 1.1% decline in September, seemed to have
 little impact on stocks. Orders for nondefense capital goods excluding aircraft, a key measure of business
 investment, fell by a more-than-expected 0.5%. However, the IHS Markit Flash U.S. manufacturing
 purchasing managers’ index (PMI) climbed to its highest level in six months, indicating that the U.S.
 manufacturing sector may be stabilizing.

Looking ahead...

For October 24-29, another low pressure/frontal system will spread heavy precipitation across eastern
 Texas and Oklahoma, and the Lower Mississippi Valley to southern New England, with 2 or more inches
 expected across much of this area. Half an inch to 2 inches can be expected from this band to the East
 Coast, except parts of northern Florida to coastal South Carolina which likely will receive less than half an
 inch of rain. Up to an inch of precipitation is forecast along the Rocky Mountain Chain and in parts of the
 Washington coastal range. Otherwise, little to no precipitation is in the forecast for the rest of the West,
 the central to northern Plains, and western Great Lakes. Below-normal temperatures are predicted for the
 central contiguous U.S. (CONUS) and warmer-than-normal temperatures for the East and West coasts. 

For October 29-November 2, a huge trough in the upper atmosphere will continue to funnel cold air into
 the central part of the country, resulting in below-normal temperatures for most of the CONUS. Odds favor
 above-normal temperatures only along the East Coast and parts of northern California, as well as all of
 Alaska. Above-normal precipitation is favored across most of Alaska and across the CONUS mostly east
 of the Mississippi River, while below-normal precipitation is expected from the Rockies to the West Coast
 as well as the southern High Plains.

Compared to last week, cash bids for wheat and soybeans were mixed, corn mostly lower, and sorghum
 lower. Ethanol production for week ending October 18th totaled 0.996 million barrels per day, an increase
 of 25,000-barrels when compared to the week prior.   Ethanol stocks were at 21.3 mb this week, a
 decrease of .697 mb. Monday's crop condition report showed corn at 56 percent good to excellent which 
would be 12 percent less than a year ago this time.  Corn mature is reported at 86 percent this week, 13
 percent below a year ago and 11 percent below the previous five year average.  Corn harvested is
 pegged at 30 percent, 17 percent below the previous five year average.  Soybean condition was reported
 at 54 percent good to excellent which is 12 percent less than the same time a year ago.  Soybeans
 dropping leaves reported at 94 percent, which is 4 percent behind last year and 3 percent behind the
 previous five year average.

For the week ending October 17, 2019, an increase of 19.3 million bushels of corn export sales for
 2019-20 were reported while an increase of 17.5 million bushels of soybean exports sales for 2019-
20 were tabulated.  Wheat export sales showed an increase of 9.6 million bushels for 2019-20 were
 reported.

Wheat was 11 3/4 cents lower to 13 cents higher.  Corn was 16 cents lower to 1 cent higher. 
 Sorghum was 14 to 16 cents lower.  Soybeans were 3 1/4 cents lower to 6 3/4 cents higher.
