In my opinion, the volatility of market fluctuation on Friday, due to the creation of another variant of covid,
leads me to believe a consortium effort is being made to decrease inflation, or more accurately, the price
of energy.  The advent of the new strain will allow the consortium of governments to act in unison to further
mandate restrictions on travel and gatherings.  Since increasing the overnight repo rate in June of '21, the
dollar has risen precipitously.  When that had no impact on commodity demand, the Fed moved to taper
bond and MBS issue purchases and again, action strengthened the US dollar.  To no avail though in
hampering the demand for commodities.  Then, the President, in a coordinated attack with other nations,
moved to release strategic petroleum reserves in an attempt to increase oil supplies.  When that did not
work either, after 65 million years, out of the blue comes a second variant of the Covid and already, after
only a few short days, scientists are already claiming it's more vaccine resistance and can mutate in
multiple ways.  So, how do they know all this when it has just been discovered?  Long way around the
barn, but seemingly the previous ills of the world were fading and the attempt to regain normalcy on track,
there had to be something done quickly to cause the public to once more come seek government
assistance.  However wrong I may be, and hope that I am, I can't help but believe that the overwhelming
coincidence of timing the release of another covid variant was impeccable to the low volume trading of a
holiday market.  Although in futures trading we cannot use the idiom "more bang for your buck", it sure
appears the consortium of governments got a lot of favorable price movement of commodities for a small
effort of developing or finding another strain of covid. 

The cattle market appears to have turned a significant corner that was anticipated a few weeks ago on the
webinar we produced.  It's still on the website if you have not viewed it.  Going forward, there will be fewer
fed steers to work through and more heifers that will start to lower total beef production. Packing capacity
has been stretched to parameters that are believed going to be difficult to tax with amount of inventory
available.  If there is any truth to this new strain, then consumers will be anticipated to follow the same
path as before.  That being, stocking up on beef and toilet paper. As well, cattle feeders now bound within
vertical integration will have to buy inputs at whatever the cost. So, the fed cattle market looks good and is
anticipated to remain firm going forward.

The feeder cattle market is benefiting from this greatly.  As higher end inventory becomes less available,
and contracts within vertical integration calling for specific breeds or qualities, cattle feeders are
anticipated to have to keep a firm bid on inventory to attract it to their feed yard.  I have heard from
sources that ranchers in the drought impacted areas are experiencing a larger percentage of open cows. 
The factor of drought is believed the key to price direction going forward.  If it breaks, corn will be
potentially be lower and pastures improving will have producers holding back heifers and cows, making for
an instant decline of available inventory.  If it does not break, then input costs for cattle feeders are
anticipated to jockey back and forth between higher corn and higher feeder cattle. 

Grains were strong all week until Friday morning.  Corn showed its true colors by the days end.  With corn
having shaken off the news to trade plus on the day, I have to believe that north is the current path of least
resistance. Although price action of equities and interest rate instruments will take center stage this
weekend, the grains have a story all of their own and are not anticipated to be directly impacted by outside
market events.  I believe today's bout of volatility is only a preview of what is to come.  All you have to do is
think about all the money sloshing around at the moment, and how much movement it will see when
attempting to move it out of harm's way. Bonds shot up 3 basis points on the collapse of equities.  This
only goes to push rates lower, not higher.  As well, the US dollar sold off sharply.  Since commodities had
little reflection of the higher US dollar, it moving lower now will only go to make commodities cheaper for
other countries. I personally do not believe anyone in this current administration knows what is going on or
how to proceed.  Therefore, action or inaction is anticipated to further disrupt markets.  I do believe that
there will be greater coordination of countries in limiting travel and gatherings with this newest variant of
covid.  Whether by design or coincidence, the timing could not have been any more impeccable when
considering the failure of previous actions.

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5 Year Bullish/Bearish Consensus Charts from SentimenTrader:

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted line in the chart, it means that compared to other
readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
market.

Looking ahead...

A frontal system will sweep across the eastern CONUS during November 24-30 with another Pacific
weather system moving into the Pacific Northwest near the end of the period. They will be moving through
a circulation pattern consisting mainly of an upper-level ridge in the West and trough in the East. An inch to
2 inches of precipitation is forecast to fall along the Texas coast to east Texas and over northern portions
of the Northeast, with half an inch or more stretching from the southern Rio Grande Valley to New
England. Half an inch to an inch of precipitation is expected over the northern Rockies and coastal
sections of Oregon and Washington, with up to 5 inches in the forecast for northwest portions of
Washington. Up to half an inch is predicted for parts of the Four Corners states in the Southwest, parts of
the Great Lakes, and coastal parts of the Mid-Atlantic to Northeast states. Little to no precipitation is
expected for much of the West, Great Plains, and Upper Mississippi Valley due to the circulation pattern
associated with the western ridge. With the storm track to the north and systems moving into the Great
Lakes, much of the Southeast will receive little to no rainfall. Temperatures are expected to be warmer
than normal in the western and central CONUS and cooler than normal along the East Coast. 

The outlook for December 1-6 shows drier-than-normal weather favored from the Southwest to Great
Lakes, from the Ohio Valley to Southeast, and western half of Alaska, with wetter-than-normal weather
favored over the Pacific Northwest to northern Rockies, parts of southern Texas, and southeast Alaska.
Odds favor colder-than-normal weather over the East Coast and warmer-than-normal weather over the
western and central CONUS, with the warmer-than-normal conditions shifting eastward as the period
progresses. Colder-than-normal temperatures dominate Alaska in the outlook.
