"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, optimism picked up slightly this week.  It was just enough to have most contract months
 set a new high from contract low.  The $6.80 rally from contract low to Friday's high on the October
 contract has done little more than converge basis.  I don't see where futures would have to jump in front of
 cash to lead the way.  Of the only thing interesting at this time in the fats is the premium in the February
 and April contracts.  Currently, it appears that feedyard's are needing some inventory.  They have been
 pushing feeder prices higher this week and last.  Depending upon by how much they replenish supplies
 will help to know if more cattle still remain outside of feedyard's.  My guess is that there will be.  If so, then
 these months may be in jeopardy of some selling. 

I think the only reason that feeder prices are moving higher is that it takes a few cents more to pull them off
 grass at this time.  Every penny higher, with fats not much better and corn higher, is just narrowing profit
 margin, or increasing the loss margin for feedyard's.  So, I don't anticipate feedyard's to aggressively
 place cattle at what seems to be a significant bet on the come.  At present, backgrounders should hope
 they do.  Nonetheless, without a higher fat price, or lower corn price, feedyard's are believed to be just
 adding more red ink to the graph below showing feedyard closeout's.  For the past 8 months, the job they
 have been doing by placing less inventory worked wonders on the spreads between starting feeder and
 finishing fat.  The past two weeks have thrown a monkey wrench into the spreads and caused margins to
 give back almost 40% of what was gained in 4 months.  So, long way around the barn to say that I don't
 anticipate fats to do much of anything. 

Traders have been the backgrounders best friend this year.  Traders initially pushing basis to $19.00
 negative by March, and swinging it wildly, has allowed several more opportunities for producers to capture
 basis.   At the close this week, basis is almost gone again.  Cash prices, due to feedyard's replenishing,
 have risen some, as it takes a few pennies more to pull cattle out of where they currently are.  Once this
 slows, how much inventory was pulled into feedyard's will help significantly to tell what will be left this late
 summer and fall.  Unfortunately, my analysis anticipates basis going positive.  Once, or if, this
 materializes, then producers will be marketing inventory at a discount in the future.  I have seen nothing to
 change my analysis on feeders.  The current correction continues to unfold and I do not believe there has
 been a reversal.  The higher price of futures should be used to reduce the risk of adverse price
 fluctuation.  With little to no basis any longer, producers are only able to market in the future at the same
 price as today.  Basis could go as wide as $7.00 positive in the near term.  With cash sales elevating the
 index, and futures still eyeing significant inventory to be marketed, traders could push futures down and
 feedyard's cash up, enough to cause a $7.00 positive basis.  Using the synthetic short futures derivative is
 losing its appeal at the narrower basis spread.  Were I to recommend a derivative at this time, it would be
 a put option or a bear put spread. 

Corn was the big mover this week.  Seemingly traders did not believe USDA's bold statement that not only
 are they not wrong, they are increasing the size of production.  So, to snub USDA's predictions, traders
 pushed corn prices above this week’s previous high and closed only $.08&1/4 from contract high close.
 Corn is anticipated to continue higher.  I think with corn going to trade higher, feedyard's will have to
 address the increased input costs and adjust feeder prices accordingly. 

The bond market is believed to have reversed.  Two big days down this week, and tremendous verbiage
 from the Fed suggesting they want inflation, leads me to anticipate they will get what they want.  This
 leads me to anticipate manipulation by different branch's to accomplish this.  Manipulation tends to
 weaken the thing manipulated rather than strengthening it.  A push lower of the US dollar and a desire by
 the Fed and Treasury to keep it moving lower will strain relations towards the countries we are
 manipulating against.  Recall that the Eurozone just did this less than 6 weeks ago.  Energy prices moved
 higher this week.  I recommend topping off farm tanks.  It think a round of inflation will help grains and
 energies, but negatively impact meat protein.  Higher fuel prices and the increased cost that are energy
 related will impact consumers’ discretionary spending habits.  Since beef is not seemingly participating at
 an elevated consumption level, anything detriment to the consumer would be viewed as negative towards
 beef.

Beef Export & Price Forecasts Lower 
 

LIVESTOCK & POULTRY: The 2019 red meat and poultry production forecast is raised from last month
 as higher forecast pork and broiler production more than offsets lower beef and turkey production
 forecasts. The beef production forecast is reduced primarily on lighter carcass weights and slightly lower
 third-quarter steer and heifer slaughter. USDA will release the Cattle report on July 19th, providing a mid-
year estimate of U.S. cattle inventory as well as producer intentions regarding retention of heifers for beef
 cow replacement. Forecast pork production is raised from last month on higher-than-expected second-
quarter commercial hog slaughter. In addition, the Quarterly Hogs and Pigs report, released on June 27th,
 indicated a first-half pig crop 4 percent above 2018 which supported a higher second-half production
 forecast. Second-quarter broiler production is raised on slaughter data, but no change is made to the
 outlying quarters. Turkey production is lowered slightly on second-quarter production data.

For 2020, the red meat and poultry production forecast is raised on higher forecast pork production.
 Although producers indicated intentions to farrow about the same number of sows in the second half of
 2019, growth in pigs per litter will help support higher numbers of pigs for slaughter in 2020. Beef, broiler,
 and turkey forecasts are unchanged from the previous month.

The beef import forecast is raised for 2019, but the export forecast is lowered from the previous month on
 recent trade data. The 2020 beef trade forecasts are unchanged from last month. The pork export
 forecast for 2019 is lowered on recent trade data, but no change is made to the 2020 export forecast. The
 2019 broiler export forecast is raised on recent trade data and stronger expected global demand in the
 second half of the year, while the turkey export forecast is little changed. No change is made to the 2020
 broiler and turkey export forecasts.

Cattle price forecasts for 2019 are lowered from last month, reflecting current prices. For 2020, forecasts
 are unchanged from the previous month. Hog price forecasts are lowered on recent prices and pressure
 from increased pork production in late 2019. Hog prices for 2020 are reduced slightly on increased supply
 pressure. Broiler price forecasts are lowered for 2019 on current price weakness and continued slow
 demand. No changes are made to 2020 broiler price forecasts. Turkey price forecasts are raised for 2019
 and 2020.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
 market.

STOCKS END MIXED AS LARGE-CAP BENCHMARKS REACH NEW HIGHS 
The major indexes were mixed for the week. The large-cap S&P 500 Index and the Dow Jones Industrial
 Average reached new records and crossed the respective symbolic thresholds of 3,000 and 27,000 for the
 first time. The technology-heavy Nasdaq Composite Index also performed well and ended the week as the
 best year-to-date performer, up nearly 24%, while the smaller-cap indexes recorded modest losses for the
 week. Relatedly, technology shares were among the best performers in the S&P 500, bolstered by gains
 in chipmakers. Energy shares also performed well on the back of declining U.S. oil inventories that
 supported crude oil prices.

Health care stocks were particularly volatile on Thursday after the White House abandoned plans to stop
 the Medicare and Medicaid programs from providing rebates to pharmacy benefit managers, which act as
 middlemen between insurance plans and pharmaceutical firms. The news sent health care provider
 shares sharply higher but weighed on drugmakers, as speculation grew that the Trump administration
 would turn toward more traditional measures to curtail drug price inflation.

STRONG PAYROLLS REDUCE CHANCE OF MORE AGGRESSIVE FED ACTION… 
Expectations for a Federal Reserve rate cut seemed to dominate investors’ attention for much of the week.
 The previous Friday’s strong June jobs report weighed on sentiment at the start of the week, according to
 T. Rowe Price traders. While most investors still expect a rate cut at the Fed’s July 30–31 meeting, a 50-
basis-point (0.50%) rate cut seemed increasingly unlikely given the strong payrolls data. By the end of the
 week, federal funds futures were pricing in only a 21% chance of a half-point cut, according to CME
 Group.

…BUT STOCKS GAIN AS POWELL STRESSES UNCERTAINTIES 
Stock futures shot higher Wednesday morning, however, following the release of testimony that Fed
 Chairman Jerome Powell was set to provide to the House Financial Services Committee. Investors
 seemed especially pleased that Powell was slated to tell the committee that “uncertainties around trade
 tensions and concerns about the strength of the global economy continue to weigh on the U.S. economic
 outlook”—not good news on its face, certainly, but a sign that the tentative resumption of U.S.-China trade
 talks (see below) and robust June payrolls will not be enough to delay or derail rate cuts.

Arguably, the week’s economic data provided little evidence that the Fed needed to come to the
 expansion’s rescue—and, indeed, may have highlighted the peril of cutting rates in an economy with full
 employment. On Thursday, the Labor Department reported that the core (excluding food and energy)
 inflation rate rose 0.3% in June versus consensus expectations for a 0.2% gain. Data on June producer
 price inflation and consumer inflation expectations also increased more than expected. Meanwhile, weekly
 jobless claims fell back to near five-decade lows. A dark spot in the week’s data was a decline in a
 measure of small business optimism, which put an end to a five-month stretch of gains.

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During the next 5 days (July 11 - 15, 2019) a developing tropical system in the Gulf of Mexico is forecast
 to spread heavy rain from the lower Mississippi Valley eastward through northern and western Georgia,
 where totals exceeding 1.5 inch should be widespread. Between 7 and 15 inches of rain are forecast for
 the southeastern half of Louisiana, and 3 to 7 inches are anticipated through most of the rest of Louisiana,
 the southern half of Mississippi, and the southwestern quarter of Alabama. In other areas of drought, the
 precipitation pattern isn’t expected to bring any dramatic relief. Moderate rains of 0.5 to 1.0 inch are
 expected in central and eastern Tennessee, central and eastern Georgia, parts of the Carolinas, the most
 orographically-favored areas in northwestern Washington, and northwestern Minnesota. Only a few tenths
 of an inch at best are forecast in other areas of dryness and drought across the contiguous states.
 Meanwhile, abnormally high temperatures [daytime highs averaging 3°F to 7°F above normal] are
 expected in the central High Plains and the Intermountain West, and cooler than normal conditions – at
 least partially in association with heavy rains from the developing tropical system – should occur from the
 southeastern Great Plains eastward through the lower half of the Mississippi Valley into much of Alabama
 and Tennessee.

The CPC 6-10 day outlook (July 16-20, 2019) favors wetter-than-normal weather in the Mississippi
 Valley, upper Southeast, the northern Plains, the Northwest, and the eastern two-thirds of Alaska. Odds
 favor less rain than normal in central and western Texas, the immediate Southeast coastline, and northern
 Florida. Enhanced chances for above-normal temperatures cover Alaska and most of the Nation from the
 Rockies eastward. Only in the Northwest do odds slightly favor below-normal temperatures.

Compared to last week, cash bids for wheat was mostly higher, with Dark Northern Spring Wheat lower;
 corn was mixed and sorghum and soybeans were higher.  Ethanol production for week ending July 5th
 totaled 1.047 million barrels per day, a 34,000 barrel decrease when compared to the week prior.  Ethanol
 stocks were at 23 mb this week, an increase of .165 mb.  Monday's crop condition report showed corn at
 57 percent good to excellent which would be 18 percent less than a year ago this time. Soybean acres
 planted are now at 96 percent complete; a 4 percent increase from the previous week.

USDA World Agricultural Supply & Demand Estimates - Released on July 11

CORN: This month’s 2019/20 U.S. corn outlook is for larger production and beginning stocks, greater feed
 and residual use, lower food, seed, and industrial (FSI) use, and increased ending stocks. Corn beginning
 stocks are raised 145 million bushels, reflecting lower use forecasts for 2018/19. Exports are reduced
 based on current outstanding sales and shipments to date, with export inspection data for June the lowest
 for the month since 2013. Feed and residual use is down based on indicated disappearance during the
 first three quarters of the marketing year in the June 28 Grain Stocks. FSI is lowered with forecast
 declines in several categories of non-ethanol industrial use.

For 2019/20, corn production is projected 195 million bushels higher based on increased planted and
 harvested areas from the June 28 Acreage report. Excessive rainfall prevented planting at WASDE-590-2
 the time of the Acreage survey, leaving a portion of acres still to be planted for corn in a number of major
 producing states. In July, USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) will collect updated
 information on 2019 acres planted, and if the newly collected data justify any changes, NASS will publish
 updated acreage estimates in the August Crop Production report. The national average corn yield is
 unchanged at 166.0 bushels per acre. Silking as reported in the Crop Progress report is behind the recent
 historical average, thus for much of the crop the critical pollination period will be during late July into early
 August. Projected feed and residual use is raised 25 million bushels, reflecting a larger crop. FSI is
 lowered 20 million bushels, reflecting lower projections for non-ethanol industrial use. Small revisions are
 made to historical trade and utilization estimates based on the 13th month trade data revisions from the
 Census Bureau. With supply rising more than use, stocks are raised 335 million bushels to 2.0 billion. The
 season-average corn price received by producers is lowered 10 cents to $3.70 per bushel.

This month’s 2019/20 foreign coarse grain outlook is for larger production and trade, and slightly lower
 stocks relative to last month. Ukraine corn production is raised, reflecting increased area. Barley
 production is raised for Canada but lowered for Ukraine and India. For 2018/19, Argentina corn production
 is higher based on harvest results to date. Major global trade changes for 2019/20 include higher corn
 exports for Ukraine, with increased imports for Zimbabwe. For 2018/19, corn exports are raised for
 Argentina and Brazil reflecting higher-than-expected shipments during the month of June. Foreign corn
 ending stocks are virtually unchanged from last month. 

Weekly Export Sales:

Corn: Net sales of 505,400 MT for 2018/2019 were up noticeably from the previous week and from the
 prior 4-week average.

Wheat: Net sales of 284,400 metric tons were reported for delivery in marketing year 2019/2020.
