Active trade last week saw
the Canfax weighted average fed steer price increase by $3 per hundredweight

compared to the week before Christmas. Fed market trade during Christmas
week was too light to
 establish a trend.

Most dressed sales last week
were from $266-$268 per cwt. delivered. The weighted average price was

just over $160 per cwt., the highest since the start of May last year.

Alberta fed prices continue
to trade at a discount to the Nebraska market. Feedlots are generally current

and with the warmer weather, cattle are carrying extra tag, which will
impact dressing percentage.

The previous two weeks were
quiet in Canadian feeder cattle markets. Auctions were closed and there

was only a light test on the calf and feeder market. The early year market
tone was steady to a little
 stronger on heavy weight feeders compared to
the end of December.

The cull cow market has been
mostly direct sales to packers, with rail bids rising through the holidays.

Dressed cull cow bids in Alberta moved up to the mid $160s per cwt. delivered
last week.

In the United States, dressed
sales in the north started out last week US$1 to $2 per cwt. lower than
the
 previous week but were fully steady with the earlier Nebraska average
of $195 per cwt. delivered.

Recent winter weather impeded
cattle shipments, and feedlot conditions have deteriorated. Carcass
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 weights
and performance were expected to decline, and higher mortality rates were
reported.

In the U.S. beef trade, Choice
cut-out values were reported $1.19 per cwt. higher than the previous week,

while Select was up $2.16. Beef retail featuring for December was strong,
and fill-in business following the
 holidays was supportive.

Beef retail features relative
to competing proteins have been steadily increasing, which should be viewed

as positive news for the cattle and beef market.

Over the past three years,
on average, the Choice cut-out values have declined from the first half
of
 January to the second half of the month. Over those three years, the
average decline from the first half to
 the second half of January stands
at 1.6 percent. January is traditionally not a strong demand time frame

for the protein markets in general as consumers focus on paying Christmas
bills.

In
my opinion, there is a great deal to discuss.  First, I'm looking
forward to being a guest at a round table
 discussion Monday evening, January
14 on RFD-TV. 

The
weekly and daily charts are producing patterns that lead me to anticipate
a decline of some
 significance.  The fats have been clawing and clambering
their way up since the April of '18 low.  All of the
 wave sequences
of this 8 month long trend have overlapped and failed to produce 5 wave
patterns that
 could be construed as bullish.  The most recent low
of 11/13/18, appears to be the bottom of a wave D. 
 The wave D is
the same as a wave 4, except in corrective patterns letters are used over
numbers.  From
 the 11/13/18 low, a lesser magnitude a-e wave pattern
has evolved.  This lesser wave sequence of the E
 wave, or 5th wave
were this impulsive, unfolds into 5 waves, all of which continually overlap
one another. 
 It is the overlapping of waves that has me persistently
believing this whole rally from April '18 to present
 as a correction. 
Therefore, upon completion of the E wave, I anticipate a decline of some
significance to
 materialize.  To add to this, at weeks end today,
the weekly, continuation, close only chart of live cattle
 closed at a new
high that has been labeled the 5th wave on the weekly charts as well. 
All of these visuals
 are available for viewing on my website. So, to wrap
this up, there is a major 5 wave move on the daily
 chart that is littered
with overlapping waves.  Of the most recent move, there are 5 waves
up in it, with still
 massive overlapping. 

Lastly,
the weekly chart now shows a 5 wave move on it.  The only thing left
would to complete the 5th
 wave of these sequences.  In my opinion
alone, I anticipate Friday to have been the completion of the
 wave sequences
that created the current price level.  Were it not for the current
outside market forces
 appearing to be in turmoil, I may not be so negative
towards the cattle.  Knowing that the price rises since
 the bottom
of '16 have been all demand driven, what we do not want to see is any slowing
of consumer
 demand.  The elevated inventory and contraction of packing
capacity was anticipated to drive fat prices to
 under $100.00 and keep
them there for several years as inventory grew.  This did not materialize
for one
 reason only, the increase of employment and wages that produced
a greater discretionary spending habit
 for consumers.  It is the consumer
discretionary spending habits that I believe will change just slightly

enough to take the edge off beef prices and potentially have them narrow
in price range to its competing
 proteins of pork and poultry.  Although
there is no such thing as comfort in futures trading or livestock
 production
to begin with, I believe decisions made to initiate synthetic short futures
positions will perform
 in the manner intended to get producers out of a
time frame that is slightly more questionable towards a
 higher beef price
than a few weeks or months ago.  The goal of these hedges is to produce
a stronger
 financial position were prices to erode into spring.  Yes,
there may be some missing out of a higher price if
 resolve is seen of a
few outstanding issues.  Until these issues are resolved, I prefer
the bird in the hand. 

Feeders
cattle remain weak.  The cash market has stagnated and traders are
waiting for this weeks feeder
 cattle sales to begin trickling into the
index.  What I am not hearing is weight classes that meet the
 specifications
of the index are elevated.  Were feed yards to be smelling a rat,
it would behoove them to
 allow backgrounders to absorb the weaker time
frame than them.  Excuses of muddy pens and poor
 weather conditions
to move cattle on to feed are easy to come up with today.  The wave
count on the
 feeders remains the same.  Feeder prices broke hard from
October '18 to 11/13/18.  From there, they
 have gone splat in a wide
range, unlike the fats that have been able to climb to a new contract high
in
 some cases today. 

So,
we have this weak feeder market and strong fat market that has been construed
this way for several
 weeks now.  Which one pulls the other? 
I think what the charts are reflecting is that demand remains
 good, but
were it to ever slip, the feeder market would take the brunt of the blow. 
It is already weak, it
 would not take much to make it weaker.  From
the 11/13 low, little headway has been made.  So far, there
 are only
3 waves and these, plus their minor counterpart waves, all overlap. 
Nothing that I can see at this
 time reflects a 5 wave rally to insinuate
that a bull market has begun.  I recommend revisiting your risk
 parameters
this weekend on what you don't have marketed. 

Grains
have been slightly volatile this week, but no real big ranges.  Corn
continues to triangulate into a
 pencil point.  Beans sideways and
wheat meandering.  I anticipate a weak stance on grains for a while. 

The initial thrust down has been followed by a sideways move or triangle. 
This leads me to anticipate the
 next most probable move to be back to the
downside.  February hogs were slightly higher on the week. 
 Information
continues to support a higher hog trade, as does the wave count. 
It is the money that is
 lacking and I cannot figure out why.  I think
it has to do with the lack of human participation. 

Algorhythmic
programs are created to execute trades based upon the order flow. 
It has nothing to do with
 a fundamental aspect.  So, in my opinion,
it will take overwhelming evidence of pork demand before
 enough human participation
can take prices to a new level.  When this occurs, you get hyper volatility
and
 massive price expanse in extremely short periods of time.  This
makes hedging difficult, expensive due to
 slippage and errors, and will
ultimately bleed into the retail price consumers pay. I think it would
be
 fascinating to see the butterfly effect of prices today without computer
trading.  Would volatility and price
 expanse be higher or lower? 

Lastly,
the yield curve continues to be headlines of recent.  The tightening
spread between short term and
 long term interest rates is impacting profit
margins for banks.  While some may smirk a little towards the
 banks
on this, the spread is important to watch as it can have some predictive
qualities as to how
 aggressive or not banks lend money.  A wide profit
margin may tend to allow for a greater risk loan, while
 narrower margins
may have banks shying from higher risk lending.  The bond market may
or may not
 have topped, but I don't anticipate a move back down of any
significance just yet.  Actually, it won't
 surprise me at all to see
a double top or even a slightly higher high than at present.

behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus"
indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get
too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already
fallen.

Because
of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major
changes in trend:

When the
public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices
will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when
they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when
Public Opinion moves above the red dotted
linein the chart, it means that compared
to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive
optimism. You also want to look at the
absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question
we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings
above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public
is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely,
when Public Opinion moves below the green
dotted line, then the public is excessively

pessimistic about the commodity's prospects
for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.

STOCKS
BUILD ON STRONG START TO 2019

Stocks
rose for the third consecutive week. Small-caps outperformed, and the gains
helped make the
 Russell 2000 Index the last major benchmark to emerge from
bear market territory (a decline of over 20%
 from recent highs). Within
the S&P 500 Index, industrials shares performed best, helped by strength
in
 railroads and a sharp rise in Boeing. Energy shares were also especially
strong for much of the week as
 oil prices rallied, although they gave back
a portion of their gains on Friday. Financials lagged, and health
 care
stocks also underperformed despite the news of another large merger in
the sector—Eli Lilly’s
 proposed $8 billion acquisition of Loxo Oncology.
Volatility continued to moderate, with the Cboe Volatility
 Index (VIX)
hitting its lowest level in over a month, while higher-valued growth stocks
outperformed
 slower-growing value shares.

Hopes
that China and the U.S. might finally be making progress in resolving their
trade dispute seemed to
 drive much of the week’s gains. Three days of mid-level
trade talks began on Monday, and T. Rowe Price
 traders report that investors
appeared particularly encouraged by the surprise attendance of China’s
vice
 premier, Liu He (see below). President Trump also lifted sentiment
Tuesday morning after tweeting that
 talks were “going very well.” Speculation
has grown that the recent market downturn has increased
 pressure on the
White House to conclude some sort of trade deal, while slowing growth is
motivating
 Chinese officials.

 

INVESTORS
PROVE PATIENT WITH SHUTDOWN

The
week’s gains came despite the partial federal government shutdown entering
its third week, with little
 hope of resolution in sight. Most economists
agree that the shutdown will have an increasingly greater
 impact on the
economy over time, but the impact so far has been marginal. The week’s
economic data
 were generally encouraging. Weekly jobless claims moderated,
and a measure of small business
 optimism fell less than expected in December.
The Institute for Supply Management’s gauge of service
 sector activity
was perhaps a dark spot, falling more than expected and echoing a sharper
downturn in the
 Institute’s measure of manufacturing activity reported
the previous week.

On
Friday, the Labor Department reported that consumer prices had risen in
line with forecasts, with the
 core CPI (which excludes food and energy
costs) increasing by 2.2% versus a year ago. In an interview
 Thursday,
Federal Reserve Chairman Jerome Powell pointed to low inflation as one
factor that will allow
 the Fed to be “patient” in raising interest rates
further. According to the firm’s traders, his remarks
 appeared to help
reverse a midday downturn in stocks following news that President Trump
was
 canceling a trip to the Davos World Economic Forum later in the month
because of the government
 shutdown. Some had hoped that Trump and Chinese
President Xi Jinping would use the occasion to
 announce a trade deal.
